3. Pull the ceiling cup up against the ceiling/mounting surface so that it
covers the cables and electrical connections.

The HAL heat lamp is equipped with separate controls for light and heat,
allowing for individual adjustment according to needs. The adjustable cable
mechanism provides the ability to easily change the height of the lamp.

As shown in the image above, light and heat are controlled through two
separate switches, each with clear symbols for their respective functions.
These symbols are clarified here to the left.

& Note! It may take up to a minute for the heating element to
warm up and for the heat radiation to reach its maximum effect.
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5.2 Tips for Use
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When the HAL heat lamp is correctly installed, it is ready to be used as an
efficient and stylish solution for keeping food warm.

To lower the lamp, grip the handle. This prevents the lampshade from
getting greasy stains and protects you from burning yourself. Press the
lamp downward to the desired position. The recommended distance
between the lamp’s lower part and the countertop is 300-500 mm for
optimal performance.

To raise the lamp, first gently press downward to unlock the spring
mechanism in the pull box. Afterward, you can easily adjust the height
upward. It may take a few attempts to get used to the mechanism, but with
a little practice, the adjustment will be smooth.

To reduce energy consumption, use the heating element only when needed.
The HAL is equipped with separate controls for heat and lighting, making it
easy to adjust usage according to your needs.
